Marine Harvest Canada is adding half a million farmed salmon to the Wild Salmon Narrows, one of B.C.'s most important wild salmon migration routes. The distressing reactivation of MHC’s dormant Conville Bay farm can only increase the risk to the offspring of 2009’s collapsed Fraser River sockeye run, which will be out-migrating through the area later this spring.
