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	Coalbed Methane at the Skeena Headwaters

	Dear friend of wild salmon:

In an effort to keep you informed of the threats that wild salmon face on the Skeena river, we want to bring you up to date and give you the opportunity for future updates on what is happening in the headwaters of the Skeena river.

Currently, against the protests of First Nations and residents, the Union of BC Municipalities and local government, Royal Dutch Shell is poised to continue its coalbed methane drilling program in an area of the watershed known as the Sacred Headwaters. This area gets its name from the fact that three of the great wild salmon rivers have a shared birthplace in this pristine alpine basin: the Nass, the Stikine, and of course, the Skeena.

Coalbed methane has never been developed in a wild salmon watershed and it is well known as one of the worst forms of resource extraction on the planet. We are not willing to stand by while the health of these rivers and the salmon and steelhead that depend upon them are jeopardized for a few short years of gas supply.
