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	Go Norm, Go!!

Squamish resident Norm Hann isn't taking the Enbridge oil tanker plan sitting down. In fact, quite the opposite!

On May 8, Norm began a three-week journey to trace the proposed tanker route on his stand-up paddleboard. (A stand-up paddle board is a large surfboard that Norm paddles standing up).

The trip over 300 kilometres will take him from Kitamat to Bella Bella through the coastal fjords and islands of British Columbia's famed Great Bear Rainforest.

Hann and his “Standup4greatbear” expedition team are hoping to raise awareness of the province-wide campaign to protect BC's Coastal waters and communities from the potential impacts of oil tanker traffic through the Great Bear Rainforest, one of the World's richest and most protected coastal environments.

A spill from even one of Enbridge's oil tankers could cause devastation to marine species and their habitat with significant ecological and economic impacts for coastal communities.

Hann’s journey will coincide with the apex of the coastal wild salmon migration and has scheduled visits with First Nations people at marine harvesting sites for food resources such as; herring eggs, crab, halibut, seaweed, sea cucumber and wild salmon. Feasts and community events have been organized with the First Nations whose territories he will traverse including; Hartley Bay, Klemtu and Bella Bella.

His goal is to unite communities along the proposed tanker route, raise public awareness, and document the stories, experience and concerns of coastal peoples at their traditional food harvesting sites.
