Hi WTA members and supporters

One last call to give you an opportunity to show your concern in a visible way to save our salmon. As many of you know, sea lice incubated on the salmon farms located in the migratory routes of the wild salmon are destroying millions of salmon fry and thus form a barrier to the outmigration of our wild salmon. Despite all the rhetoric to the contrary, millions of wild salmon fry are being infected by sea lice incubated by the farms as we write to you. Government, including DFO, and the farms, are in complete denial that this is a serious problem, especially for the Fraser River sockeye, who will be passing by farms in the Discovery Islands on their way to the Pacific Ocean. 

Alexandra Morton, who has long led the research, court battles and public awareness, is walking to Victoria to deliver the message to government and farms to get out of the migration corridors to save our salmon. Unfortunately, independent science funded by the provincial government, i.e the Pacific Salmon Forum and the Special Legislative Committee, have not had their recommendations to save the wild stocks implemented. Instead they have been ignored. The Get Out Migration (march) is appealing to the public, which is you, to show your understanding and to demonstrate your support. We are aiming to get thousands to Victoria on May 8th to let government and the farms know that we have to get the farms off migration routes and into closed containment. Your support and participation is absolutely vital so please join us on May 8th. The march culminates at Centennial Square in Victoria for speeches and a barbeque at 2-3pm, and then walks 1 kilometre to the parliament buildings, arriving at 4pm, where you will hear various speakers including Alexandra Morton, and hopefully get a response from some of the politicians.
