Water conditions...good…all rivers are low and clean due to the colder weather.

Snow conditions…average three feet on the ground

Skeena River…is frozen over in spots but if the daytime temperatures warm up fishing for Steelhead is still possible.  

Kalum River…from the reports I have it has a good run of Steelhead.  These fish are wintering over and will spawn in late spring.  The water is low and clean.  This is a Classified River year round and can be guided from March 15 through October 15 only.  One lodge record Chinook weighed 83-pounds.  The river record is 85-pounds.

Kitimat River…has spring run Steelhead.  Fishing for them should start in March.

Kasiks River…fishing for Coho will start again next fall. This is the river where a 27-pound record Coho was landed.

Zymoetz (Copper) River…is closed now for angling (as of December 31, 2006) to protect the “wintering over” wild Steelhead.  

Ocean fishing...good fishing for winter springs is now happening in Prince Rupert.  If you want to do this let me know.  A summary of what is available year round can be read in the Archived Fishing Report dated April 13, 1997.   

Note:  additional rivers will be added “in season” when the fishing begins in the spring.

Area River Records…Chinook Salmon: Skeena River, 92.5-pounds; Kalum River, 85-pounds; Kitimat River, 74-pounds; Steelhead:  Skeena River, 45-pounds; Coho Salmon: Skeena River, 27-pounds.
