Dear Fishing Friends:

We had a lot of rain early in the week and all the rivers coloured up but right after the rain stopped cooler weather came and by Thursday the rivers were fishable again, although a bit high.  I have a report of some good action for Steelhead on the Kalum River.  It is still difficult to launch a boat but shore angling is possible.  At this time of year, the three most fished rivers are:  Kalum, Lakelse and lower Copper.  Ice fishing for Trout is still available in some lakes.  
If I can be of service to find you the “best” guided fishing adventure let me know.  How about booking the season opener on March 15 for wild Steelhead on the Kalum River?  If you can’t wait that long how about booking a saltwater trip now out of Prince Rupert for winter Springs, oh, and how about a feed of fresh Dungeness crab?

Skeena River…with the warmer day time temperatures fishing has started again.  
Kalum River…has an “excellent” run of Steelhead. These fish are wintering over and will spawn in late spring.  The water is low and clean.  This is a Classified River year round and can be guided from March 15 through October 15 only.  The Steelhead record is 32-pounds. Kitimat River…has spring run Steelhead.  Fishing for them should start in March.
Kasiks River…fishing for Coho will start again next fall. This is the river where a 27-pound record Coho was landed.

Zymoetz (Copper) River…is closed now for angling (as of December 31, 2006 above the lower canyon) to protect the “wintering over” wild Steelhead.  Winter fishing is still available on the lower end below the canyon.  I have a report of a nice fish landed with a fly last week.  
Ocean fishing Prince Rupert...good fishing for winter springs is now happening in Prince Rupert.  If you want to do this let me know.  A summary of what is available year round can be read in the Archived Fishing Report dated April 13, 1997.  Prince Rupert, being a coastal city, is always warmer than Terrace.  A few of my friends had a good day fishing for winter springs and also enjoyed a shore lunch of fresh caught Dungeness Crab.  
Ocean fishing Kitimat Douglas Channel…report coming soon.   
Note:  additional rivers will be added “in season” when the fishing begins in the spring.
Area River Records…Chinook Salmon: Skeena River, 92.5-pounds; Kalum River, 85-pounds; Kitimat River, 74-pounds; Steelhead:  Skeena River, 45-pounds; Coho Salmon: Skeena River, 27-pounds.
