Most of the colour is coming from the Zymoetz (Copper) River. The Kitimat is high also.  If there is any good news in any of this it is that this should move in lots of fresh Coho.  Fish the edges and the clean seams and you may be able to keep the bite going.  Tyee test fishery still showing very good number of Steelhead, Coho and Sockeye moving through…best in many years actually. Ocean fishing remains good as the Coho start migrating to their home rivers.  The Nicholas Dean Lodge “out-post” camp did pretty well for the first few days of the week then things slowed down.  Most of the fish in front of the camp must have moved up river.  Same can be said about the Kitimat River, fishing was very good at the beginning of the week and then slowed down.  Please read the detailed report from Ron Wakita of Reliable Guide and Charters.  WOW…they had some GREAT Coho fishing early in the week.  What’s that old saying, “we cannot control the sky”.  Nice day today so hopefully the rivers will shape up soon.

Skeena River:  The water heights are high today and fishing is slow. 
Kalum River:  The water is in fair shape. The whole river is now closed to fishing for Chinook (King) Salmon.  It closed on the upper end on May 25th and now the whole river is closed as of August 6th.  The BIG Chinook are left to spawn without anymore fishing pressure.  Soon the Coho Salmon will be coming into the river.  I guess a few summer-run Steelhead will be coming in also but as far as I know most of the Steelhead are a fall run…coming in around September, October and November.  
This is a Classified River year round and can be guided from March 15 through October 15 only.  The Steelhead record is 32-pounds.  To see a photo of this fish cast to: http://noelgyger.ca/records/Record003.jpg The angler is Dennis Therrien.

Kasiks River:  The Coho should start coming in soon.  This high water is just what we needed to keep the Coho moving.  This will be the first river to come clean after a few days of rain.
EXCHAMSIKS RIVER:  The Coho should start coming in soon.
EXSTEW RIVER:  The Coho should start coming in soon.
Zymoetz (Copper) River:  Fishing for Chinook closed upstream of Highway 16 bridge on July 23rd.  Steelhead and Coho will start coming in soon. 
Area River Records:  Chinook Salmon: Skeena River, 92.5-pounds; Kalum River, 85-pounds; Kitimat River, 74-pounds; Steelhead:  Skeena River, 45-pounds; Coho Salmon: Skeena River, 27-pounds.

CURRENT REPORT and summary for Northern Coastal Rivers:
Fishing Report from:  Ron Wakita of Reliable Guide and Charters
KITIMAT RIVER:     With the reduction of Kitimat River Chum daily quota to zero retention the perception of the majority of the Angling public is the Kitimat River is closed to fishing.  This misconception by the public has dramatically reduced the angler effort to almost nil.  There are still plenty of fish to be caught and the proof is in the pictures. 
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Reliable Guide and Charters had the distinct privilege to guide a Group from Bass Pro for this past week.  "Bass Pro" as I have learned while guiding this group, is the largest fishing and hunting retail operation in North America.  Bass Pro has 52 stores that on average are 200,000 square feet.  Their average store is twice the size of Wall Mart in Terrace.  They also have a catalogue order organization that in the words of one of the managers," comparing Wholesale Sports to Bass Pro is like comparing a corner store to Wall Mart.  Some of the descriptions of some of the stores were amazing.  They have shooting galleries, casting ponds, aquariums and one even has a sunken driftboat.  One of the store managers said that they are a "Sportsman's amusement park" as well as a store.   He said," that it was actually fun for him to go to work".
