Dear Fishing Friends:
Happy New Year everyone!
SUMMARY:  The cold weather has been with us all week, not extreme cold but it never went above freezing once. A few “determined” fishermen are still getting out. The upper end of the Zymoetz (Copper) River is closed to angling (as of December 31, 2009) to protect the “wintering over” wild Steelhead. To be clear just the upper reaches of the river are closed but one still may angle on the very low end, just make sure you fish below the boundary at the first canyon. The Kalum River is open to angling all winter although access to some pools is difficult because of the very low water and snow.  The Kitimat River is open all winter and if we get some warmer weather fishing for Trout should be OK. Winter Chinook fishing in the Kitimat Harbour and Douglas Channel is slow and is weather dependent. Winter Chinook fishing in Prince Rupert is good. The Blue Knuckle Fishing Derby was held in Prince Rupert on December 27, 2009.  The event was a complete success with all 250 entry tickets sold out. Fun was had by all. Skeena River:  The Skeena River is frozen over in places.  The places that are not frozen are filled with flowing ice.  The graph below demonstrates these ice flows have jammed and caused the river to rise.  Fishing is nearly impossible under these conditions.

Kalum River:  Even with the cold weather there were a few people fishing.  Anglers are reminded of a bait ban January 1 to March 15. 
Even though the weather has been cold this river usually does not freeze over.  It has something to do with the warming of the water flowing out of Kalum Lake.  It will freeze if the water level drops very low and if it stays cold and starts snowing heavily.  If it is cold enough the snow will not melt when it hits the water.  The flowing snow clumps together and jams when it hits the rocks and boulders.  The river current in some places nearly stops flowing and if it remains cold it will freeze over in these areas that are like lakes.  This seems to happen every few years or so.
Zymoetz (Copper) River:  The water is in poor shape with moderate to heavy ice flows and fishing for Steelhead is slow.  The upper section is closed as of December 31 but the lower section below the first canyon will stay open for the winter Steelheaders to enjoy.

KITIMAT RIVER: 
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The weather in Kitimat over the Christmas holidays was milder than it has been and it was also sunny and clear.  This encouraged many anglers, especially families to do a little fishing.  The Kitimat River remains frozen in the back eddies and slower moving water so many anglers were out ice fishing.  Anglers are advised to be very careful as there is snow covering most of the river and it is difficult to determine where there is solid ice underneath the snow.
  
DOUGLAS CHANNEL: We did not receive any reports of fishing in the Douglas Channel over the holidays.  There were a few days with nice weather but most boaters were busy celebrating the Christmas holidays on land.   
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Season Review: City Centre Hardware and Sporting Goods Instore Derby Winner, Nathan Kearly, caught this fish May 28th in the Douglas Channel. Largest Chinook 48lbs. Photo with Ferd Wuensche who weighed it in for Nathan.  Nathan won a Fenwick HMX 11' 6" rod and a Marado Satellite Reel.
Special Reports: Onion Lake and Lakelse Lake are 2 other options for ice fishing this time of year in the Kitimat area.  
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Jan 1 Ariel Kuppers, Emma, Travis and Nicolette were out ice fishing on Onion Lake. They hooked a bunch of Trout but weren't able to land any.  Ariel commented that he drilled a bunch of holes through the ice for many other anglers with his Normark Ice auger.  Many anglers remarked how much faster and easier Ariel’s Ice auger worked than theirs.  "The right tool for the job"
 

Dave also reports catching 25 White Fish and Cutthroat Trout in Lakelse Lake close to Williams Creek.  Many other Kitimat anglers also report catches.
 

It warms my heart to hear reports of families and friends out fishing together.  Fishing provides opportunities to create some special memories. Our family lost a very close friend over the holidays who I fished with in many of my teenage years.  I will always cherish the memories of Hiroshi and his infectious laugh when he hooked a fish.  Hiroshi will be missed by many.
