Dear Fishing Friends:

SUMMARY:  Weather has been fair all week with warmer than normal daytime temperatures but with a fair bit or rain, yes rain, not snow. Windy at times. I have quite a few reports of folks venturing out for some winter Trout, Dolly Varden and Steelhead fishing.  Both fly and conventional systems are working. The upper end of the Zymoetz (Copper) River is closed to angling (as of December 31, 2009) to protect the “wintering over” wild Steelhead. To be clear just the upper reaches of the river are closed but one still may angle on the very low end, just make sure you fish below the boundary at the first canyon.  The water has been open, free of flowing ice all week. I heard Steelhead fishing is slow but anglers are picking up the odd Trout and Dolly Varden Char. The Kalum River is open to angling all winter. I've had a report of one fellow landing seven Steelhead on the fly rod in one day. This would be more of an exception than the rule.  The angler was a professional fishing guide in his off season enjoying a little fishing himself.  The Kitimat River is in good shape and is open all winter for fishing. Cutthroat Trout are the usual target but a few Steelhead have been hooked also.  Check out the Ron Wakita report below.  Winter Chinook fishing in the Kitimat Harbour and Douglas Channel is good right now but is weather dependent. Winter Chinook fishing in Prince Rupert is great when the weather is good. It has been windy most of the week. Check out the Jeff Carlson report below. Lake ice fishing is really slowing down due to the warmer weather we've had and a fear of thin ice. Smithers reports slower than normal ice fishing also.  Check out the Cory Koeng report below. Good luck to all.

Kalum River:  Since the weather has warmed up more anglers are heading out to try their luck fishing for Trout and Steelhead. Trout fishing has been OK...but has really slowed down...as a result of the bait ban.

This week, we received all 4 seasons in the same week. Early this week the weather was mild with some sunny periods.  By mid week, the temperatures dropped and we received some ice rain followed by some snow on Thursday.  Friday and Saturday we received mild temperatures which brought some rain but the milder temperatures were very much welcomed for the weekend.
 

Frank Pesunti caught a couple of small Steelhead earlier in the week.
 

Jan 24 James Botrokoff and Donny Webber caught 1 Cutthroat and a bunch of smaller Trout.  Donny said, “we only caught a few trout so we made a fire and ate a bunch of hot dogs”.  “It was nice to just get out fishing”.
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Jan 27 Ariel Kuppers, Justin Lowes and Trent Vines drifted the upper Kitimat River in their South Fork Pontoon Boats.  Ariel released a small Hatchery Steelhead and the group caught 4 Trout.  Ariel said "the weather conditions started off nice but ended in a blizzard of ice rain and snow."  If you are catching fish, the weather is easier to tolerate.  Well done Guys.
Jan 28 Carey Braun and Mike Peterson landed some Trout up at the 18 Mile Bridge.

Jan 30 Patrick Dufresne landed 9 Trout, 3 Dolly Varden and 6 Cutthroat in the upper Kitimat with a purple worm pattern that Pat tied.  He was heading back out today.

Summary The milder weather has attracted more anglers to get out Trout fishing with good results.  They are also catching some Steelhead which is always a welcome catch.

DOUGLAS CHANNEL:  With the mild weather this weekend a few boats were heading further down the Douglas Channel.  Among these boats were Scott Balentine and Mike Campbell who were heading to Bishopp Bay area to do a little Crabbing. Wes Owens is out in the Kitimat Harbour as I am writing this week’s Fishing report and he just checked in after boating a small Winter Chinook. 
 

Summary: Saltwater anglers are reminded that Halibut opens Feb 1.  Daily guota of 1per day with a possession limit of 2 Halibut.
