Dear Fishing Friends: 
SUMMARY:  The weather has been good all week with average daytime temperatures. Both upper and lower sections of Kalum River are high but in good shape. The first Chinook are in the river now. This time of year I like to remind folks of the great possibilities of angling for both Steelhead and Chinook (King) Salmon on the same day. The main stem Skeena River is borderline fishable.  I have heard reports of a few anglers fishing for Chinook with some success.  If the water cleans more the fishing should be even better.  A good place to fish is at the clean seams where the tributary rivers flow into the Skeena. The Chinook are coming into the Kitimat River now. For the Kitimat River and Douglas Channel please check out the detailed Ron Wakita report below.

KITIMAT RIVER:  Steelheading on the Kitimat River was really good this week after she dropped from last weekends high water.  There are Steelhead throughout the entire system in various stages of the spawning cycle.  We are still seeing some fresh silver fish with sea lice but more and more of the males are in their deep spawning colours.
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Drifting the Kitimat River on clear sunny days with snow capped mountains in the back drop is a special experience that we sometimes take for granted. I drifted with my daughter Julie and my sons Brandon and Corey last Saturday.  The river was rising and turned out to be pretty dirty but it was a wonderful day drifting with the special people in my life.

 
Sunday the Kitimat River was dirty and unfishable.

Spencer Van Velzen lost two on Monday with the Kitimat River dropping.  By Tuesday May 5th the river cleaned and Ariel Kuppers, Eric Neidert both associate guides for Reliable Guide and Charters drifted with their fishing buddy Derek Downey and they landed three beautiful Kitimat River Steelhead.  Derek Downey landed a big male that that was pushing over 20lbs.  Ariel landed a nice chromer.  There are some big Steelhead this year.  We have seen more 20lb plus reported this year then we have in recent years.  Tomy Canton submitted a photo of another huge male that is also in the 20lb plus range as well.  Tomy reported that he hooked four this week landing two.  I drifted on Wednesday morning with Art Hackler and Spencer Van Velzen and we hooked four steelhead but only landed one.  Thursday morning I drifted with Mike Camazzolo and his son Simon and we hooked six steelhead but again only landed one.
