Dear Fishing Friends: 
SUMMARY: The average daytime temperature in Terrace is 19 degrees C. The daytime temperatures have been extremely high all week (over 25 degrees C.) causing lots of snow melt to come off the mountains.  We are near flood condition on the Skeena River. Some lower areas have already flooded. This report is more of a flooding report than a fishing report. It is normal for high water in the Skeena this time of year but “nobody” likes it this high.  Although we can still fish in the isolated wilderness rivers the Skeena River is unfishable now.  Fishing in high water is not necessarily a bad thing. I’ve had some of my best fishing in high water although the water must be clean.  The fish would be holding in the slow moving water on the corners.  The Kalum River is very high but still fairly clean.  Kitimat River is very high and really not fishable.  Lake fishing is still available plus ocean out of the ports of Kitimat and Prince Rupert.  The Skeena water heights may have stabilized today and maybe we have seen the worst of it.  Hopefully the water will continue to drop but it will depend on the weather (lower daytime temperatures and no heavy rain). We have many options here for fishing…but…due to the fact that the Skeena has flooded I must state, in general, the fishing is poor. This may be a good time to tie some flies and assemble your lures to be ready for when conditions come back…or…focus some time on conservation issues (see links below).  For the Kitimat River and Douglas Channel please check out the Ron Wakita report below.

Please avoid targeting Steelhead directly on any river, most will be in the spawning mode and should be left alone. The next time we target Steelhead will be on the mainstem Skeena River for “summer-runs” starting around early to mid August.

Skeena River:  Is too dirty and not fishable. Fishing the clean seams of the tributary rivers is a good idea.

Kalum River:  Is extremely high but still fairly clean. One may try and fish the edges and slow moving corners for Chinook Salmon. 
Kasiks River:  It is now possible to fish for Chinook at the mouth, in the clean seam, where it joins the Skeena.  Sometimes the Chinook come out of the Skeena and into the clean water in search for scent of their home river. 

EXCHAMSIKS RIVER:  Same as above, it is now possible to fish for Chinook in the clean seam.

EXSTEW RIVER:  Same as above, it is now possible to fish for Chinook in the clean seam.

KITIMAT RIVER: All winter long everyone could not wait for winter to end and eagerly waited for better weather.  Winter held on through most of the Spring and we all waited for it to get warmer.  Wait no more, Summer is here and the weather is "Great" 
 

This week's report has a few of those "Good News", "Bad News" messages relating to the weather. The Good News is that the weather is sunny and hot. "Very hot". The Bad News is with the very hot temperatures during the latter part of the week it has melted the snow pack causing high river levels.  The Kitimat River levels rose all week culminating on Saturday with unfishable levels
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.
Kitimat River Saturday afternoon.

Sunday at the time of this report the Kitimat River is still high and unfishable but is dropping.
The Good News is that the hot temperatures are melting the snow pack now while we are in the early timing of the Kitimat River Chinook run.  This should help create better fishing conditions when the main Chinook run starts later in the month.
The Bad News for most resident anglers is that if they are not able to fish, the wife has chores like building a deck or painting the fence. The Goods news is that when the sunny weather chores are done and the river drops, fishing conditions and stock strength will be much better.  Smart money says, get the work done now and when the fishing gets better and it will, you are free to fish.
   
This week started off with Jessie Houston and Ariel Kuppers landing a 20lb Chinook May 31st on an evening drift (see photo of the week in this report)

  
On Wednesday June 03 we received reports that two Chinook were caught at the Eurocan Pump House pool.  I spoke to anglers camped at the pump house who verify the weights of both Chinook in the twenty pound range. The Kitimat River continued to be fishable Thursday and Friday and a Chinook was reported landed on Thursday morning.  The forecast is for continuing nice weather but lower temperatures should create better fishing conditions.    
A brief explanation of the Kitimat River will help clarify fishing the Kitimat River during these conditions.  The Kitimat River is a short system that empties into the Douglas Channel and seldom becomes totally unfishable due to snow melt.  The Kitimat River this week, for example has risen and fallen as much as 2 feet during a 24 hour period. The river height rises in the evening from the previous afternoon's hot temperatures and then drops during the day.  During the time period when the river is dropping and cleaning, the conditions are of course better than they are at the peak high level.  In addition, the Kitimat River empties into the Douglas Channel which adds tidal influences to the height and water clarity of the Kitimat River.  During the high tide the Douglas Channel slows down the flow of the Kitimat River particularly in the lower tidal portion of the river.  Accordingly during the out flow tide creates a flushing effect that helps the river level drop faster and clean.  This may be confusing for some readers who are not familiar with tides.  The short version is that there are better times during the day to fish the Kitimat River that are available by simply looking at a tide chart and the Kitimat River heights.  Over the years we have observed and recorded this trend in our mobile tackle van logs, out instore derby logs and in our guide logs.  The better time periods are confirmed with pictures of fish.  My father's influence is that "everything with fishing is usually very simple if you keep it simple".  It is even simpler once someone explains it to you or shows you how.
 
There are Kitimat River height graphs available on Noel's or our website that will clearly show the more optimum times to fish during these conditions.  We also have tide charts available on our websites.  Anyone wishing further clarification I would be happy to help.  Please contact me at wakita@telus.net or call 250 632 1275
.
Many Northwest residents are also heading out to the lakes to enjoy the weather.  Some are camping while others are going to fish, camp and enjoy the weather.
DOUGLAS CHANNEL:  The weather has been awesome for boating and fishing the Douglas Channel this week.  It has been Sunny, Hot and low winds. It is an absolutely wonderful experience just to be on the Douglas Channel when the weather is as good as it has been this week. 
 

Fishing in the Kitimat Harbour has been slow this week although Phil Thom caught 10lb Chinook trolling on Wednesday morning.  Congratulations Phil!
 

The Kitimat Harbour has murky water flowing from the Kitimat River which created less than optimum conditions in front of the river mouth and along "the west wall" which are typical hot spots.  The water clarity is much better out towards Bish Creek.  We received a couple of unconfirmed reports of Chinook being caught out by Jesse Falls.
  
Many boaters are heading out further to Fish Trap or Sue Channel this weekend and our Salt Water Charters are also heading out to do some halibut fishing on the outer waters of the Douglas Channel.  I look forward to posting their catch results in this report as the boats return.
 

The message I wish to send with this week's report is to adjust to the fishing conditions and take advantage of the many fishing opportunities available.  If trolling is slow in the Kitimat Harbour.  Go out further to troll.  If trolling is slow out further then go bottom fishing.  Either way, enjoy the crabbing, prawning and the Hot Springs on the Douglas Channel during some awesome weather conditions.

Ocean fishing conditions are very good now.  Good numbers of Halibut and Cod are coming in from local waters.  Chinooks are picking up on the outside waters and are expected to increase as we approach the end of June.

All local rivers are now high and flowing dirty with snow melt run off. River fishing conditions are poor now until the region experiences cooler temperatures or the snow melt is complete.
