SUMMARY:  The weather has been good all week and the temperatures are back to normal but who cares we are going fishing anyway.  The water levels continue to rise but most rivers are staying in fishable shape. This is just what is needed to move in more Steelhead and Chinook (King) Salmon from the ocean. This is a GREAT time of year when an angler can catch both Chinook (King) Salmon and Steelhead on the same day. Did I say that is fun, or what!  Both fly and spin rods are working well.  I have to admit in my reports I talk more about the bigger fish, Steelhead and Salmon and forget to mention the incredible Trout fishery (Cutthroat, Rainbow and Dolly Varden Char) we have here also. This is absolutely prime time as the “trout” are trying to eat the salmon fry that have just hatched out of the rocks. The Kalum is clean and fishing is good for both Steelhead and Chinook. The Zymoetz (Copper) is dirty.  Re the Kitimat River, see the Ron Wakita report below for more detail. The Skeena River is borderline fishable leaning towards not fishable. There is still time to book your trip in May for both Steelhead and Chinook, contact me anytime for available dates and all the fine details of who, what, where, when and why.

Skeena River:  The water has colored up and is borderline fishable.  Fishing for Steelhead has been good if you know where to go and what to do.  I have reports of Chinook (King) Salmon being caught.  WOW, this is great…Steelhead and Chinook on the same day.  
Kalum River:  The water, both upper and lower sections are in excellent shape and fishing for Steelhead is very good…and the Chinook…are coming in also.

Zymoetz (Copper) River:  The upper section is closed to fishing as of December 31 but the lower section below the first canyon will stay open for Steelheaders to enjoy.  Water is dirty now.

Fishing Report from:  Nicholas Dean Lodge for the Week of May 4 to March 10/08

 
Hello Anglers,

Slowly but surely, we are starting to thaw out from the tight grip that Winter and the cold Spring has had on us.  We had several warm, sunny days last week, which makes for more pleasant fishing conditions.  The main channel Skeena itself has been rising steadily, and is deeply stained with runoff coming from the Bulkley predominantly, and the Copper to a lesser extent.

However, there are still many places to “wet a line” and Chinook Salmon fishing has been good, though not as consistent as it has been in past years.   I spoke with Greg Buck earlier in the week, and he figured that one of his favorite rivers is just still too clean.  Despite the fact that the river had risen, he could still see rocks and boulders down 6-8 ft, which would make these large Salmon spooky and less aggressive.  

Steelhead are still present in Skeena tributaries, but many of these fish are actively spawning, particularly in the upper reaches of the rivers, and should not be harassed as they continue to pass on their superior genes.  The quality of trout fishing is still very high in the rivers near Terrace, and it would serve you well to have large nymphs or minnow patterns in your fly boxes.

Fishing Report from:  Ron Wakita of Reliable Guide and Charters

KITIMAT RIVER:    The lower portion of the Kitimat River had some bright female Steelhead migrate through earlier in the week.  Jesse Houston and Areil Kuppers employees of City Centre Hardware (our Tackle Store) fished the Hatchery run on Tuesday.  Jesse hooked two chromers on a fly and Ariel landed a Steelhead about 17lbs.  Jesse said that," there were four other bright steelhead landed while they were there".
The middle and upper portions of the Kitimat River is producing some bright steelhead, some not so bright steelhead and some Chinook.
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Mike Herzberg of Reliable Guide and Charters fishing with his buddy Alvaro landed a 15lb. Chinook and a Steelhead on Friday.  Congratulations Mike and Alvaro.  Mike and Alvaro just seem to possess an exceptional ability to catch the early Chinook on the Kitimat.  They have produced some impressive early Chinook numbers every year and the "Tradition Continues".  
There was a customer in our store had reported losing a 30lb plus Chinook at the 18 mile rock on Thursday.
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My son Corey and I had the pleasure of drifting with Martin Griffith-Zahner and his son Adam on Saturday and the boys landed three Steelhead.  Martin and I enjoyed the sense of pride and happiness as only fathers can as we watched our sons hook and land bright chrome Steelhead on their own.  Congratulations Adam and Corey.  Thank You Martin and Adam for a great father/son day.  My count had us catching and releasing three beautiful Steelhead and consuming eleven smokies.
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Marc  Girard also an Associate Guide with Reliable Guide and Charters guided clients, Martin Richter and Russ Herding on Saturday and they landed two steelhead 16lbs and 12lbs. We received some rain Friday night and Saturday and the river height rose 18".  The water clarity mirked up a little but the river remains fishable.  
DOUGLAS CHANNEL:     Cosby Smith of Cosby Smith Charters landed two Chinook in the Kitimat Harbour on Monday.  One was approx. twenty pounds and the other was thirty plus.
Todd Haynes of Nautical West Charters also landed a chinook in the harbour on Tuesday.  Todd reports hearing a rumour that one of his friends caught some large halibut down the Douglas Channel.  Todd will verify the specifics of the catch and we will present verified results in this report.
There are more boats trolling in the harbour for Chinook every day as weather has improved although the temperature has remained lower the normal.
There are also more boats venturing down the Douglas in hopes of finding the larger schools of Chinook.  Typically Sue Channel is a good bet on the Douglas side and Fish Trap would be a good bet on Devastation side for early Chinook within day range.
Stay Tuned we may be starting to see the start of an outstanding fishing season for Chinook in the Salt and Fresh water fisheries in the Kitimat area.
