SUMMARY:  Weather has been good with a little above average daytime temperatures.  Fishing for Steelhead, Cutthroat Trout, Bull Trout and Dolly Varden Char using both fly, spin and conventional gear is fair. The Skeena River is on the rise and too dirty to fish.  It's time again to fish the clean seams that flow in from the cleaner tributaries. The Zymoetz (Copper) River is too dirty to fish.  The Kalum River is in good shape and fishing for Steelhead and Chinook (King) Salmon is good.  This is the time of year when you can catch Steelhead and Chinook on the same day.  The Kitimat River is in good shape and fishing for Steelhead is spotty.  More Chinook are coming in also.  Fishing the outer waters for Chinook is good.  The main run of Chinook heading into the river will start soon. Then fishing in the bay will take off.  Crab (Dungeness and King) fishing is excellent.  Check out the Ron Wakita report below.  Ocean Chinook fishing in Prince Rupert is good.  Fishing for Halibut is good and so is trapping Crabs and Prawns.  Check out the Jeff Carlson report below.  The Smithers anglers are anxiously awaiting the arrival of the Bulkley River summer-run Steelhead and Chinook.  In the meantime lake fishing is good.  Check out the Cory Koenig report below.  Jason Munday in Terrace reports fishing for Steelhead and Chinook is good. Trout and Dolly Varden fishing is good also.  Lake fishing is starting to happen with the warmer weather.  Check out Jason Munday's report below. Marvin Reid from Mezidian North reports lake fishing is good.  Check out Marvin's report below.

KITIMAT RIVER: 

 

The Kitimat River 

The Kitimat River is still producing Steelhead and another Chinook was caught this week.  The weather during the early part of this week was incredible.  Blue Sky, clean fishable water and lots of fish to catch.  Although this Steelhead season has been challenging, there are still plenty of Trout to keep anglers attentive and now we have the anticipation of early Chinook.  Life on the Kitimat River is good! 
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May 9 I had the pleasure of drifting with Charmayne Carlson on Mother's Day.  Charmayne had never caught a Steelhead and we were on a mission to land one on our drift.  

 

We hooked a Steelhead with a float while we were drifting (I call this boon dogging).   I rowed into shore only to discover that the Steelhead had wrapped around a clump of roots on the other side of the river just above a bunch of logs.  I walked the boat back up stream and we rowed across to where the line was wrapped and attempted to unhook it.  We couldn't unhook it from the roots but as we drifted down, we could see the float next to the logs with the Steelhead laying peacefully under the logs.

 

We again beached the driftboat on the other side, ran the driftboat back upstream, rowed back across and anchored the boat next to the logs just below the fish.  Once I secured the boat in the calmer water below the logs, I climbed onto the logs and walked up to the roots to unhook the line.  Once again I could not get the line unwrapped.  I could still see the float with the Steelhead still calmly laying under the logs.  With my heart pumping and the adrenalin peaking, I was trying to devise and implement a plan to land this Steelhead.  It helped to calm the Steelhead by telling her to be cool and we would have her unhooked in a minute.   I hooked the line just above the float with my Hot Shot rod and tied the line onto the clip of the Hot Shot.  I removed the Hot Shot, checked the knot and after saying a few prayers, I cut the line that was wrapped in the roots which resulted in the Hot Shot rod tied directly to the float and Steelhead.  After a brief tussle and a few misses with the net we were able to net the Steelhead and row back across to the gravel bar with the Steelhead laying in the soft mesh of the Gibbs "Catch and Release" net.  After a couple of photos, we released the Steelhead, she was happy to swim under my driftboat and laid there for 10 or 15 minutes.   After a few "Holy Cows!", "High Fives" and a few other comments, Charmayne and I shared a few gratifying moments of accomplishment that were mixed with the disbelief that we were able to land this Steelhead.  We hooked 3 Steelhead on that day but this one was "Unforgettable". Thank You for a Great day of fishing, Charmayne and Happy Mother's Day!
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May 9 James Wright reports, "Hey I caught and released these two steelhead last night up river between sawmill and powerlines. The one is a hatchery and the other was a wild. I was floating a pink worm with a Gibbs Float".  Well done James!  Congratulations!
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May 10 and 11 Kevin Gentile fishing with his son Nick and his good friend Tom Gibaldi report hooking a couple of Steelhead in the lower Kitimat, one with Sea lice.  In the same run he also hooked a female that had already spawned.  Well done Guys!  Very nice fish!
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May 11 Mike Herzberg an Associate Guide for Reliable Guide and Charters hooked his first Chinook of the season on the Kitimat River.  Mike was Hot Shotting with a Silver #35 Luhr Jensen Hot Shot when he hooked and landed a 30lb Chinook.  Mike fought this beauty for 45 minutes before he was able to land it with 15lb test line. Wow!  Well done Mike!  Mike also landed a Steelhead on his drift.
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May 12 My nephew, Derek Wakita reports:"Hey uncle, Late Wednesday afternoon me, my dad and Bryce (Jamie Wakita's friend) went for a drift from cable car down.  We probably didn't get on the river until about 3:30pm but we still got a few fish.  The photo of my dad is the first steely that we hooked on the hot shot.  We were using our GLoomis GL3 rods with Shimano Calcutta 250 and I think the other rod was a Calcutta 300.  The next hole my dad lost a nice one that was only on for about 5 seconds, just enough to slam the rod and take a rip at the hot shot.  We ended up getting a bunch of trout as well that seem to be surprisingly aggressive with the hot shots!"
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May 15  Derek Wakita also reports, "On Friday morning I went fishing with my buddy Jeremy Brady from Sawmill to Cable car.  I think his plugging rods were GLoomis GL2's and he was using Ambassadeur 6500's.  He hooked me into a nice doe that can be seen in the photo.  After landing the fish I took the oars to see if I could return the favour as we brought the boat back and went through the same hole.  Near the bottom of the hole the rod went off and Jeremy landed the nice buck that can be seen in the photo.  Both of them hit the hot shot.  A few hours later and about halfway through our drift we had a pair of cutty's that hammered the hot shots, the one I landed was easily 3 lbs or more and we thought for sure it was a steel head when it hit.  A short while later we saw a bunch of trout surfacing and we figured that they must be eating the fry, so I pulled out my Loomis GL4 9ft, 8wt and tried a few casts with a fry pattern hoping that maybe I might get lucky and get a steely.  All I got was a bunch of dolly's but it was still fun practicing casting and watching the dolly's come out of the water to grab the fly."
 

Summary: The Kitimat River will continue to produce some bright Steelhead, some not so bright Steelhead and everything in between.  More Chinook will be caught as we progress into the latter part of May and into June.  It is an exciting time of year to be fishing the Kitimat River.  You never know what is on the line when the rod goes off,  when the float dunks or your fly line rips through your trigger finger,  As always, you set the hook and react to whatever comes up splashing.  It could be a Trout, Steelhead or a Chinook.  On the moment of truth when you know how big the fish is it is a precious moment in an angler's life.  The bigger the better!

 

DOUGLAS CHANNEL: 
 

May 9 Ferd Wuensche fishing with Nathan Kearly hooked a big Chinook but lost it while fishing in Sue Channel.  Ferd and Nathan caught the first big Chinook last year around this same time.  They were hoping for a repeat performance this season but everything went according to the plan except for getting the fish into the net.  Such is life in the fishing world.

 

May 10 Ferd Wuensche fishing with his friend Wayne, hooked 4 Chinook and landed a 6lb feeder Chinook.    

 

May 11 Ferd Wuensche fishing with Ray Hepting hooked 3 Chinook but this time they landed a 21lb Chinook.  Ferd and Ray also caught a bunch of Prawns and Crab.  Well done Ferd and Ray!  Fishing is starting to warm up to be a good fishing season on the Douglas Channel.

 

Todd Haynes of Nautical West Fishing Adventures was heading down the Douglas Channel this weekend to do some pre-client trips.  This is a sign of a "True Professional Charter Operator".  Well done and Good Luck Todd.  

 

The Douglas Channel will start to produce the large Chinook that are prized by so many Sport Anglers.  While in the pursuit of the "King of Salmon", we are able to dine on Crab and Prawns.  We are truly blessed to live and fish in an area that some are now referring to "The Playground of the North West".  .

Our Californian Doctor was digitized in this report as Steve nailed his 1st ever Kitimat Steelhead. When it comes to trophy Steelheading anglers from around the globe land on the Kitimat and Kalum Rivers as well the Skeena mainstem for that record fish.

Hello Noel. Well Chinook season is underway!! I am receiving lots of reports of Chinook being caught on the lower Skeena. Steelhead are still producing good numbers as well.  This time of year is my favorite as fishing really comes to life! Saltwater fishing is gearing up well also! More and more people are gearing up and heading out. 
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Here is a letter I received from Willie--------à:  "Dear Jason, we headed out to Copperside shell to pick up sandwiches and headed out to a small river off of the main stem Skeena and it was cold about 4 degrees, by the time we drove and hiked into the mountains it was about plus one wet and rainy.. jimmy hooked up two steelhead right away floating and I hooked a bunch of dollies on my fly...all told in about 8 hours of fishing [4 runs] in a river that was visibly dropping we hooked up 4 steelhead and about 20 or so dollies.. 2 fish about this size and 1 smaller fish.. the last fish I hooked up was a monster, after bulldogging me around the run for a few minutes he flew out of the water snapped my 14lb Seaguar fluorocarbon and headed back to the ocean quicker than he came from it.. all in all a very good day, all day I was catching everything on a pink and white streamer although I landed this fish on a small black woolly bugger in very fast water and I did not think I would land him as I had very little space in which to play him...I was fishing with my sage 8 weight z-axis 8100 rod... willie M...terrace."

Fishing Report and Advice from:  Bob Melrose at Oscars Source for Sports, Smithers BC
 
Spring has sprung, the grass is ris, and it is time to find where the fishin is. Sorry, for the lame attempt at poetry but it is May and it is time for the fishing reports and tips on the Oscar's web site. We will try to keep you posted each Wednesday on fishing opportunities in our area so you can plan your weekends and trips. 
You will find info on local lakes and the rivers when they open, Kitimat River and Douglas Channel, rivers in the Terrace area and Prince Rupert salt-chuck. These reports will be current at the mid week point but be aware that rivers may change radically with heavy rains overnight. Always check for last minute info before committing to a trip.
 
In the tips section we will try to keep you updated on regulation changes, techniques to make your excursions more successful and general interest info for all who appreciate the great fishing Northwestern BC has to offer.
Catch and Release Study
 
Catch and release is a key component of the BC fishery and is mandatory in most of our Steelhead management. So, it was very interesting to view the results of a couple of recent studies. As ethical anglers we are very aware of proper fish handling practices and strive to take the best care of those beautiful fish that we release. 
In the March/April edition of BC outdoors, studies over a two year period showed a 98% survival rate on Sockeye Salmon. 173 Sockeye were caught in 2008, kept in holding pens for 24 hours and then released. Only two sockeye died. The study was repeated in 2009 with 291 fish caught and kept for 24 hours with only 5 dying. Mortality was usually due to hook piercing an artery. DFO estimates were based on a 10% mortality but these studies show that with proper handling that mortality is only about 1.5% and that means most of those fish if they can escape the other obstacles have a good chance of making it to the spawning beds.
In the spring 2010 edition of BC Outdoors the results of a study done every 5 years were revealed. In BC's 200,000 lakes and 750,000 kilometers of streams a total of 270,000 anglers caught over 8 million fish of which 74% were voluntarily released. As you can see catch and release is an important tool in our fisheries management. Here the mortality with trout depended a great deal on water temperature, gear type and amount of time the fish were out of the water. Mortality was lowest in streams, as low as 4%, probably due to cooler temperatures in the stream and higher dissolved oxygen. Mortality in lakes especially in high summer temperatures was much higher, up to 38%. The average was 20%. So, the critical factors are to play the fish as quickly as possible, use barb-less hooks for the quickest release and to keep the fish in the water. For any fish hooked deeply we should leave hook in place and have leader cut as short as possible. Fish should not be out of water for more than a couple of seconds. Info on proper handling is contained in your fishing regulations.
 
Will that be Pepper or Lead?
I heard a swish and looked up just in time to see the yellowish cloud. It caught me full in the face. I dropped gasping to the ground, eyes and throat on fire, struggling for air. My buddies thought I was playing around. Not so.

The chain of events leading up to this started the week before on the Babine. Fishing buddy D.B. was walking upriver from fishing down by Nichyeskwa Creek. He noticed a sow grizzly and yearling cub down in the river and unholstered his pepper spray just in case. Suddenly feet in front of him was the other yearling cub. D.B. flipped off the safety on the pepper spray and they stood looking at each other. The cub whimpered and DB thought, "Oh great, that should bring Momma up in a hurry". The sow woofed and the cub scurried down to join the rest of the family. After his heart returned to its proper location DB replaced the safety and beat a hasty retreat back to the bridge.

Now, a week later, we were on the Skeena fishing for Sockeye. Companions that day were D.B and G.C. We were rigging up and D.B. was rummaging around in his kit bag when it happened. He had touched the trigger of his pepper spray. Unfortunately in the excitement of the moment in last weeks bear encounter he had put the safety on the bear spray upside down. With my luck I just happened to be where that burst of pepper was going.

The reaction was instantaneous and unlike anything I've ever experienced. For about half an hour I was a mess. My buddies, while worried, soon started asking "Are you OK, can we get out fishing"? I joined them a hour later.

At least now I have direct, although involuntary, knowledge of the effect of pepper spray on humans.

How does it work on animals?

The US Fish and Wildlife Service did a study on 27 Grizzly Bear incidents in and around Yellowstone Park. Yellowstone has many visitors and lots of interaction with the various wildlife. Many Elk are hunted around the boundaries of the park and the Grizzlies have a nasty habit of claiming the kill. Of the 27 incidents studied 93% of those using pepper spray sustained no injuries, however 58% of those using firepower to stop an attack sustained injuries. In other words when you have PO'd a grizzly you are likely to need a trip to the nearest medical facility. Consider also that many of the guides involved in some of those encounters are likely to be a little calmer than the average person.

In another study in Alaska of 258 bear-human incidents, those involving firearms were effective in only 68% of the cases. However in 75 incidents involving pepper spray there was a 94% effective outcome.

The best bear deterrent of course is being bear aware. Looking for bear sign, making lots of noise, good camp and food practices, and not being stupid. Keep the bear spray in a holster on your belt or chest. It is amazing to me how many people will buy bear spray and won't buy a holster. When YOGI or BOO-BOO are coming at you at 30 mph believe me it is no time to be looking through your pack for the spray, might just as well spread gravy all over yourself. 

As you can see from the above studies a good dose of pepper spray might make that bear forget he wants to eat you.

We can easily encounter blacks or grizzlies anywhere here in Northern BC. We have very few bad stories considering all the anglers, hunters, hikers, forestry and mining workers as well as the native people in the fields and streams. Let's keep it that way.
