KITIMAT RIVER:   Trout fishing on the Kitimat River has been pretty good.   Although it is snowing as I write this report, there were a couple of sunny days this week so that anglers were able to get out and do some trout fishing.

Corbin Rego, one of our employees at our tackle store landed seven trout on Thursday.  Corbin was fishing Goose Creek and we received reports of trout caught at the Sawmill and in Humphry's Creek

. 
Dew worms are the most productive bait this time of year usually fished below a float.  Spinners and lures were also used but the worms produced the most trout this week.
DOUGLAS CHANNEL:  There was not a lot of activity on Douglas Channel this week.  There were no reports of "Winter Springs" in the Kitimat Harbour one boater reported catching a couple small ones in Sue Channel earlier in the month.  
The most activity in the estuary of the Kitimat River are the Duck Hunters.   "There are a bunch of geese in right now" says Ricardo Furtado.  Hunting for ducks and geese is popular amongst local hunters this time of year.  The wetter and the uglier the weather is, the better it is for Bird hunting as the birds fly lower.  When the weather is too ugly to fish you could always go Bird hunting.
